Canadian University Students.  The decision  followed man) 
weeks of concentrated  study by a committee of former and 
present Council  members. It is thought by many to be one 
of the greatest steps towards gaining a university status 
ever made by a Student’s Council here: 

Ellery Littleton, f o r  m  e r 1 y 
MUGS President  for the 1962-63 
session, was appointed NFCUS 
Chairman by the  students’ 
Council shortly  a€ter  the decision 
to join was announced. He will 
be  joined by President Alf 
Petternen in a trip  to  Sher- 
hrooke, Quebec, in S,eptember 
for  the yearly  National Congress 
of the Federgtion. A formal 
letter ofl a p p l i c a t i o n  from 
Victoria ‘College will  be read  to 
the member schools, voting will 
take place, and Victoria College 
will take its seat as an equ,al. 

NFCUS was startemd early in 
the 1920’s with the express  pur- 
pose of providing an  organized 
‘voice for Canactian university 
students  and .aiding national 
unity (see Handbook). 

- The F e d e r a t i o n  has, been 
responsible for  pressuring the 
Federal  government into m.aking 
tuition  fees deductible  from 
income tax, removing the excise 
tax  on text-books and cutting 
the rates  for university students 
in half on  one  Eastern  airline. 
The eservices offered by the 
Federation are  many  and varied, 
ranging from ,a dirt-cheap life 
insurance scheme to  arranging 
special  low-rate  European  tours. 

Of the 40 universities in 
Cariada, only Victoria College 
and Sir George Williams of 
Montreal  do  not belong to  the 
Federation.  The decision to join 
was  reached in June by the 
Students’ Council after two visits 
by the ~ National  President of 
NFCUS, Walter, McLean, con- 
sideration of a lstudent report 
and  the reports of three dele- 
gates  from V.C. who attended  the 
Western  Regional  Conference of 
NFCUS a t  Banff last May. 

“Most students fail to  realize,” 
said Mr. Littleton,  ‘%hat of the 
40 universities in Canada only 
about 16 are  larger than Victoria 
College, and at the  rate we are 
growing, that number will be 
reduced to a handful  in  ‘the for- 
seeable future. Soon Victoria 
College’s membership in  the 
Federation will be of utm.ost 
‘importance  because of our deci- 
sion to pay 60 cents  per  student 
($1200 this  year)  from our  budget 
as our yearly levy and because 
as the student population grows, 
so grows the voting power of our 
delegations. As it stands now, 
we have  three votes, when we 
reach 3,000 we will have  four, and 
a t ,  5,500 we  will have five votes. 
Only s e  v  e  n  universities in 
Canada have that much power 
now.’’

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Editorials 

QUESTION  ANSWERED 
By  PROFESSOR  TONY  EMERY 

The editor asks me to answer a simple question: 
What would I like to see Victoria  College  become? I can 
answer it equally simply, and without recourse to an4 
original thought, by parroting  the cry I have heard sc 
often in  the  last few years: The  Finest Liberal Arts 
College in Canada. 

The people  who usually utter this memorable  phrase 
find it so satisfying in itself that they are  not,, commonly 
led to  ask themselves exactly what  they  mean by it. It 
has indeed an absolute ring  to it that seems to dispose of 
the question once and for all, ~ but for us involved in the 
academic caper as teachers  or  students  there, must be an 
ugly little supplementary question which nags ‘at us from 
time to time. When next you hear a speaker at one of 
those simple but moving  ceremonies that enliven the 
college year promise you a charter membership in  the afore- 
said F.L.A.C.-in-C  you have my  permission to raise your 
hand  and ask, in a fluting voice  borrowed for the occasion 
from Lord  Russell: “What precisely, Sir, do  you mean by a 
Liberal Arts College?” 

A satisfactory answer to this question should indicate 
in a general way the kind of academic offerings to be 
expected at such a College, with some indication, too, of 
the way in which that sacred rite which I have heard 
referred to whimsically as  “the learning process” is to be 
carried on. Is a Liberal Arts College one which aims at 
turning  out undergraduates with the rudiments of an 
education,‘  launching  them with a B.A. into  the world to 
fend for themselves; or is it a microism of the Welfare 
State, offering everything from a hazeing in term one to a 
doctor’s  degree in term  fourteen or thereabouts? 

If you can get any kind of an answer, you are  in a 
fair way tC, ask your next question: How is this desirable 
,state of affairs to be financed? Don’t  waste  your time 

8 asking this question of anyone in  the academic world: 
put it to  the people  who sit near  the money-bags, either 
federal or provincial, for it is from thence that th,e greater 
part of the  funds for university education trickles. 
Canada, I am informed, spends annually as much as a 
half of one per cent of the gross national product on 
higher education. If this doesn’t make you angry enough 
to do something about it when the time comes for you tc 
exert your influence on the political life of the country, 
you are probably already getting  the kind of education 
you  deserve. 

I har on the purse-strings because I hear on all 
hands  tha ! other parrot-cry, Excellence! There may have 
been a time when excellence in  the academic world  could 
be obtained a t  bargain prices, but that time, if it ever 
existed, is now long gone.  Like  you, I don’t know what the 
Finest Liberal Arts College in Canadq is likely to purvey; 
its mode of operation remains a matter for strenuous 
debate; but one thing is certain, so let us cling to  that: it 
will be vety expensive. Let us lay the foundation-stone 
of excellence by asking for three times a s ,  much as the 
college presently gets. The  rest will  be easy.

Dr. Claude‘ Bissell, President of 
the University of Toronto, spoke 
in the college auditorium  on 
September 5. To an audience of 
some  150, composed mainly of 
eaculty, Dr. Bissell discussed the 
topic: H i  g h e  r  Education,  a 
Primary or a Secondary Force. 

“As one  approaches the ocean 
In Canada,”  stated Dr. Bissell, 
‘the  feverishness of life declines. 
But in Victoria, this is not true. 
Your rapid expansion has given 
Wictoria, at  least  that portion of 
qour city  concerned  with the 
mivemity, a hectic  atmosphere.” 

The  main  point of the speaker’c 
address  concerned the  fact ‘that 
higher  education  should be a 
p r i m  a r  y  force, and  not a 
secondary force as it is in North 
America today.  “Higher  educa- 
tion has been less q u i c k l y  
absorbed into  the values of our 
day than the more  elementary 
levels. It is:less closely allied to 
the  practical than ,these  earlier 
stages. Canadian universities 
have been slow to adopt Agricul- 
ture and  the Mechanics.” Dr. 
Bissell added, “We now have  a 
practical and pragm.atic outlook 
Zoupled with a. nostalgic  regret 
€or the loss of the  limral educa- 
tion and  the cultivated  gentle- 
man.” 

Dr. Bissell went  on  to  revied 
the criticism of some Americans 
3f higher  education. Do the 
:olleges and univer’sities exercise 
my profound  influence  on its 
student,  or does the  graduate 
3 e c o m e  nothing  but “a dis- 
Illusioned, placid  ‘tribesman?” 
rhough disagreeing  with this 
view  ‘in the main, Dr. Bissell said 
he felt that the universities 
should be doing .a better  job’ of 
‘quickening and freshening the 
.ife of the nation,  exciting the 
?ublic imagination  and clarify- 
.ng issues.” 

“A university must be more 
;han  just a high  class  personnel 
Iffice for business and industry. 
rhis is the  main difference be- 
;ween it and the earlier  stages 
?f education.” 

Dr. Bissell questioned the be- 
ief (that everyone should be 
tllowed to  attend Canada’s  uni- 
rersities. “It would be a national, 
xagedy to place the whole .bur- 
len  on  the universities. - Excess 
If numbers  may weaken our fine 
;chods and our  present  high 
nternational  status.” 

The most important  needs of 
?ana,da’s  universities  are, saJd 
Ir. Bissell: I 

2. “To obtain first rate univer-

sities we need  continuous,  objec 
tive, * disinterested  analysis o 
Canada’s problems by universiq 
graduates %and faculty.” 

2. “A proper  university mus 
have t e a c h i n  g and researcl 
closely intertwined  to the poin 
of b e  i n g inseparable. Th 
teacher  must  have the dua 
excitement of the classroom am 
laboratory. He must  lead I 
vigorous double life. The mos 
precious commodity is unclut 
tered  time. Resources for  re 
search are essential.  Library ant 
scientific laboratories  must be 
come a primary  charge.” 

3. “We must  have unswervin 
adherence  to  the concept c 
academic freedom. The studen 
must  have complete free’dom t 
study  and challenge.  This  free 
dom must be extended beyon 
.the classroom. Professors ah 
must be h e  a r  d by a wide 
audience. I sincerely  hope thi 
tendency  will, grow.’’
