The  Students’  Council 
last Tuesday  approved in 
principle ,a raise in AMs 
fees for the coming  year. 
Tentative  plans  call  for a raise 

of $6, bringing  fees  to $30 per 
college year. The  increase  must 
pass a general  referendum,  and 
must be approved by the College 
Council. 

Council Treasurer  Jim Taylor 
gave a rough  breakdown of 
the $6:

8 deficit of $2.50 per  student for 
the  present  year, and there is 
littlt reason  to  expect that  xtext 
pear’s council can  operate  with- 
out a similar deficit. Taylor ex- 
plained that operating losses 
for this year will  be met by  ,East 
year’s surplus. 

0 $1.00-The Council believes 
that  the University of Victoria 
should be p r o m o t e  d across 
Canada  via conference& The 
CUP Conflerence, to be held  here 
next  year, was  cited as an  ex- 
cellent  example of this type of 
promotion. 

0 $l.O&”his ,money is neces- 
sary for the  prohsed scheme t o  

\ bring  foreign  students  here, 
This provision will likely ‘be 
dropped if the exchange  plan is 
not approved by referendum. 

0 $l.liO-Vety tentative plans 
for .a football team make this 
allotment necessary. Additional 
fund6  have also been  requested 
for  the  extension of our  minor 
sports  activities,  particularly in 
the field of inber - collegiate 
cQmpetition.

$Ls revision of the AMS con- 
stitution nears completiop, a 
major  step  has b’een the addi- 
tion,  or r,a t h e r  the official 
omission, of an eligibility clause. 
Until now, any studlent not  in 
first  year who wished to  run for 
a council office must  have a 50% 
average  on  %he p r e c e d i n g  
Christm.aE  examinations.  Candi- 
dates  for  First Year Men’s and 
Women’s, Rqpresenltative were 

required to have a Cf (65%) 
average  from  Grade  XI1 or 
recommendations  in xi11 the 
government  ,examinations.  The 
first  stipulation proved rather 
meaningless, ‘however, sincle in 
many  upper class courses  do not 
give a Christmm  exam, 

Last  year  an’  attempt was 
made to  raise  the  minimum  for 
upper class students to 65%, but 
the motion was defeated by a 
narrow  margin.

The psychologist, 22-year-old 
Sue  Masterman, said “the aver- 
age student couple living to- 
gether emerge as a very sober 
pair,  highly  aware of their soci(a1 
responsibilities  .and  sincerely try- 
ing to live up t o  their own ideas.” 

She said m,ost of the couples 
“have vague intentions of get-’ 

ting  married,  although few5 01 
them would say  they were en- 
gaged, a n d   m o s t   o f  them 
regarded  their  relationship as a 
perfectly  adequate  substitute for 
marriage. 

“The  results show marriage, or 
.a suitable  form of relationship, 
definitely  helps a student t c  
settle down. As far as finance 
is concerned, rather than losing 
anything, a lot of couples would 
rather live together than get 
married.”
