Doug Stewart, President of 
the UBC Alma Mater So- 
ciety, and past President of 
the Victoria  College AMS, 
will officially  open the build- 
ing. 

Leslie  Peterson,  Minister 
of Education, and the  future 
University of Victoria Chan- 
cellor Judge J. B. Clearihue 
will officiate at  the ceremony. 

The building  was  designed 
by John A. Di Castri and 
built by Farmer Construc- 
tion at  a cost  of about $355,- 
000, including furnishings, 
landscaping, allowance  for 
art work and professional 
fees. 

-A large proportion of the 

cost  is being borne by the 
students  thfough  their AMs 
fees. 

The ma.in floor of the 
building  includes  space  for 
AMS offices, Athletic Council 
Offices,  Board  Room and 
rooms  for  various  club  activ- 
ities. The Main  Lounge oc- 
cupies  one  wing of the 
building and is designed for 
symposiums, dances and re- 
ceptions. 

The lower’  floor  provides 
space  for The Martlet, the 
annual Tower, and  other 
publications, the- Radio  Club 
offices and studios. Also in- 
cluded is a “quiet room” for 
cards, chess or reading, and 
a coffee .lounge  equipped with 
vending  -machines .for light 
refreshments and for those 
who bririg their own lunch.

There  should  have 
been  one five years ago; how happy we would  have  been.

We did have  a  Union  Room, in that pre-periodical  period, 
where  young  frosh and elderly sophs ate lunches, sa\ 
party-movies and gyrated to “Rockin’  Robin”. The follow- 
ing year the. Union  Room,  moved to the- now Study Hall, 
became  a  preserve  for  sleeping  scholars,  recorded  music 
ene:lhusiasts and the legendary  Engineers’  Dance. In 1960 
overtaxed facilities forced the Jive  Club into the Union 
Room once  more, as well as classes and, in those  dreaded 
December and April  weeks,  hofdes of students struggling 
to answer  questions in 25 words or less.

The Student .Union has been designed to reflect the 
casual exuberant relationship  which  exists among students. 
The scale of the‘ building is more intimate than institu- 
tional.  While central functional control has been m&- 
tained, easy flow from  one  space to another strengthens 
the general  feeling of social  exchange that will exist in the 
building. 
OPEN STAIR 

A large canopy covers the 
approach to  the main en- 
trance to  the building. A 
vestibule  prevents d’r a f t s 
reaching the foyer and is al? 
utilized  for student telephone 
booths. 

The ’foyer is,,,large enough 
to contain adequate seating 
and is centr+lQ located with 
direct acceks -..to all . other 
parts. of the  bulding.. The 
general office, facing on- the 

foyer, assures easy  adminis- 
tration. To one  side of the 
foyer, md flanked by a two- 
storey  mosaic  tile mural, is 
the main stair leading to-the 
basement areas. This will be 
very  open so that none of  tkie 
usual prejudices  toward  he- 
low-grade  rooms will exist. . ’

Adjacent to the adminis- 
tration offices are  the men’s 
and women’s undergraduate 

- rooms. 

VERSATILE LOUNGE 
All rooms have  been pro- 

vided w i t h coat - hanging 
space and notice  boards. 

The main lounge, at the 
-south. end -of the- building, 

has been  designed to be as 
flexible as possible. The very 
form of the room  lends  itself 
to various furniture group- 
ings. The  central  area con- 
tains a maple floor for  danc- 
ing.  Adjacent to the lounge, 
limited kitchen facilities will 
-accommodate s m a 1 1 social 
functions. Access from the 
lounge to the landscaped 
area is achieved  by a bridge 
which s p a n s  the coffee 
lounge below. 

T h e  basement contains 
men’s and ladies’  washrooms. 
Various  clubs  using a more 
rough-finished type of space 
will be accommodated  here: 
They are Publications,  Pho- 
tography, Radio. 

A coffee lounge is located 
in the basement  directly un- 
der-  the main lounge. This 

space will contitin  vending 
machines for serving. It will 
open onto a coffee terrace 
which again --will eliminate 
the basement  feeling of this 
space. This area will be a 
great place for  students to 
meet to exchange  ideas.

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FIRST MOVE TAKEN

BY STUDENTS’ COUNCIL 
The first concrete move to- 

wards the development of 
the Student Union  Building 
came in  January of 1956. 

David Edgar, then PreBi- 
dent of the Students’ Coun- 
cil, announced tha%-AMS fees 
would be raised from seven 
dollars‘to  thirteen dollars. 

Five dollars of this six-dol- 
llar raise was marked for the 
Building fund. ~- 

At that time there were 
about 350 students  in Vic- 
toria College. 

Edgar estimated that the 
SUB would be completed in 
“three to five  years.” 
BEHIND  EWlNG 

At that time the Gordon 
Head.camps did not belong 
to Victoria  College, so the 
SUI3 was tentatively planned 
to be built behind the Ewing 
Building. 

“In 1959 the AMs fees were 
again ra-ised, and  the indi; 
vidual contributions to t he  
Building fund were  doubled 
to ten dollars. 

This is the amount each 

AMs member now pays into 
the fund when he registers. 

START MADE 
On January 20,1962, Judge 

J. B. Clearihue turned  the 
first spadeful of earth on the 
Gordon  Head  campus. 
This marked the beginning 

of the construction of the 
classroom block which now 
beam his name. - 

But, more  significantly, it 
marked the end of much 
anxiety on the  part of the 
university planners: we  now 
had “lebenstraum”. 

DATE SET 
At the time of the sod- 

turning on the Clearihue site, 
the  Student Union Building 
was in  the planning stages. 
It was then believed that the 
SUB  would  be  completed by 
the end of last year. 

On  March 28,1962, tenders 
were  called  for the new build-

There is now a Director 
of the  Student Union Build- 
ing,  who is an elected  mem- 
ber of the Students’ Council, 
who  “officially represents the 
Students’ Council in all mat- 
ters concerning the manage- 
ment of the SUB.” 

The SUB Di‘rector also  pro- 
vides a liaison  between the 
Council and the administra- 
tion.
