Bennett’s Budget May 
I 

Force Fee Raise 
by ROLF  TURNER 

Premier  Bennett’s  budget,  brought 
down  last  Monday, could result  in 
a fee  raise  for  the  University of 
Victoria. 

Although  the budget’s allotment 
to  the  universities  was  improved 
considerably  over  those of previous 
years,  sources  close to the  adminis- 
tration  said  that  the $836,,000 in- 
crease in operating  grants for Uvic 
fell  considerably  short of the  amount 
which  the  University  sought. 

At  least  part of the difference 
could  presumably  be  made  by a fee 
increase. No one  knows  whether 
the  increase will parallel  that of 
UBC in  size if fees  actually do go 
UP. 

Simon  Fraser  University,  the  as 
yet  non-existent  institution in Bur- 
naby,’ received the  biggest  in finan- 
cial assistance. SFU  got  $4.3 million 
aS compared to an  interim  grant of 
$276,000 last  year. 

However,  Gordon  Shrum,  chan- 
cellor of SFU,  appeared  as  disap- 
pointed  as  anyone  else  at  the  budget.

What could be the  “kiss of death” of Simon  Fraser  University? 

Low entrance  requirements,  Dr. Gordon Shrum,  Chancellor of 
Simon  Fraser  University, told The  Martlet  in a telephone  inter- 
view  Tuesday. That is, if the  requirements  were lower than  their 
opposition  located  fifteen  miles  away at Point Dismal  (UDP,  or 
UBC as  some  call i t) .  

Dr.  Shrum  also  said  that  he needs 
at  least 10.5 million smackers i n  the 
next  three  years  to  get  the new 
university off the  ground  onto Bur- 
naby  mountain top. S F U  received 
four  and  a  half  million  dollars  from 
Bennet’s  Band  this  year.  Dr.  Shrum 
expressed  extreme  dissatisfaction 
with  this  budget  allotment and 
announced  a  vigorous  campaign  tc 
get  more  money  than is  in the  books 

to  be  directed  at  the  public  and will 
Dr. Shrum said this  campaign is 

be initiated  immediately. 

Another  problem  which  might be 
hugging  SFU  to  death is a  questior 
of building  the  estdblishment.  The 
university is supposed to  be ready 
for  operation in 1965. So f a r ,  the sod 
has  barely been broken,  let alone 
buildings  erected. 

“We will be  ready - everybody 
thinks  that  this can’t be  done,” said 
Dr.  Shrum. 

SFU CAN’T  LOSE 
“But I specialize  in  getting  jobs 

done. I encourage  the ‘can’t be 
done’ attitude i because  then if it is 
done, we  get  the  credit; if it isn’t 
ready  then  everybody  says  they 
mew  it  was impossible. Either  way 
we don’t lose.”

A  logical  inference  from  the  above  quote 
would be tha t  some  alteration  in  my  column 
is  warranted  in  the  interests of higher as- 
thetics. I for  one  am  not  passionately  out,of 
sympathy  with’this  sentiment; I have  in  fact 
attempted to embody  several  rather  drastic 
departures  from my  formed  tradition  in  this 
week’s offering.  The  quotation  in  itsdf  rep- 
resents  something of an  innovation.  On 
former  occasions, I am  willing to flatter 
myself,  a  medicum of literary  discrimination 
and  nicety of discernment  was employed in 
selecting  the  prefatory  lines  for  my com- 
position. 

But now,  released  from  the  constraining 
shackles of artistic  integrity  in  this  par- 
ticular,  why  should I hesitate  to  attempt a 
total  emancipation. By the  simple  expedient 
of utilizing  these  few  lines,  plucked like  lime 
from Mr. A’s bird  pate,  as  the  dominant 
subject  for  my  entire  article, I can  emerge 
unfettered  by  any  encrustating  influence of 
quality,  taste  or  inspiration  whatsoever.  This 
is not  to  say  that  A’s statement  is  entirely 
devoid of any  intrinsic  merit.  Despite  its 
superficial  aura of profitless  absurdity it 
does  contain  minor  facets  which  can  be ex- 
plored  individually  and  which  can  be  made 
to  yield  compelling  elements of pathos as 
well  as  their  more  general  expert,  stupid 
audacity.  We  must  not  allow  the  more 
obvious  to  distract  our  attention  from  the 
more  significant. 

Perhaps  ‘the  most  significant  point ex- 
hume  din  our  exigisis  will be the  implica- 
tions  surrounding  the  curious  appelation of 
our  incisive  critic  himself, A! - there’s a 
story  here  somewhere. It doesn’t  take a 

Dr.  Bell  to  recognize  our  man  as  the obvious 
product of an  unhappy  home  life.  A  mother 
of limited  imagination - just  vaguely cog- 
nizant of the  alphabet - and a father  who 
couldn’t have  amounted  to  much.  Any  real 
status in  our  society  would  surely  have  been 
attended by the  possession of a surname. 
Yet, and  here is where  pathos  reigns  su- 
preme,  perhaps A’s paterfamilias  was de- 
prived of this  award  despite  the  most 
vigorous  efforts  on  his  part  to  distinguish 
himself.  These  efforts  ‘might  well  have oc- 
cupied  him to the  extent  that  he  was  never 
at home  long  enough  to  sire  any  human 
child at all.  As a matter of conjecture,  his 
communication  with  his  loving  and  long-suf- 
fering  wife  might  well  have  amounted to 
little  more  than a single  letter. 

And  what a world of pathos  is conveyed 
by our  critic’in  the  simple  statement  “per- 
haps I’m getting old.” 

The  financial  connotations  do  not  make a 
happy  picture.  Consider  his  lot.  The  respect 
of any  sizeable  inheritance  from a father 
whose  talents  have  yet to be  recognized  is 
not a likely  one.  Increasing  feebleness, a 
considerable  degree of which  is  mirrored  al- 
ready  in  his  evaluations,  must  inevitably 
diminish  further  the  paltry income he  ekes 
out by judging  contests,  performing  in  soap 
commercials  and  gleaning  royalties  for  the 
occasional  appearance  in  mathematical  prob- 
lems.  Unlike Mr. X, who  seems  to  control 
several  large  concerns,  A  is  confronted  with 
starvation. 

Yet  the  ancients  believed  that  deities  of- 
times  spoke  through  the  mouth of a mad- 
man ; the  possibility,  however  tenuous,  that 
we  have  here a case of divine  truth  issuing 
from a mind  warped by  sordid  home-life, 
enfeebled  by  senility  and  distracted  by  econ- 
omic  duress, is one  which I cannot  ignore. 
I would  therefore  request  all my readers  to 
commit  to  paper  in a few  words  their  senti- 
ments  regarding  this  column  and  dispatch 
them  to  me  via  the  Martlet, my post box or 
home  address.
