This  was  the belief expressed 
by  University  of  Victoria  stu- 
dents’  council  president-elect 
Paul  Williamson  on his return 
from a meeting of Canadian  ‘stu- 
dent  leaders in  OYtawa. 

Mr.  Williamson  had  been 
attending  the  Board of Directors 
meeting of the Canadiqn  Union 
of Students. 

“Canadian  students,” said the 
president-elect, “have  made  every 
effort to  demonstrate in  a  re- 
sponsible  manner  the  reasons 
why there  should be no  tuition 
fee increase.” 

He  stressed! that  no  adequate 
evaluation of the  ability of Stu- 
dents  to  pay  increased  tuition 
would be possible  until the  stu- 
dent  means  survey  presently 
being  conducted by the  Canadian 
Union of students is  completed. 

Mr. Williamson  stressed  that 
“it is senseless to  confront  the 
student  witb  increased  costs  he- 
fore his  financial  situation is 
properly  assessed.” 

“University  administrations 
should  also wait f o r  the  report 
of  the Bladen  Commission of the 
Financing of  higher  education 
before  they  ask  the  students  for 
more‘money,’’ said  Mr.  William- 
son. 

The Bladen  commission  has 
heen  set  up  by  the  Canadian 
Universities  Foundation. to study 
ail aspects of university  financ- 
ing. The commission  is not ex- 
pected to  bring  down  its  report 
until  late 1965 or early 1966. 

Mr. Williamson  said that  stu- 
dents  should  not  be penalized 
because the  .present  system of 
financing  universities  in  Canada 
\vas heing  questioned. 

He  said that  “the  federal  gov- 
ernment  has  entered  the field of 
higher  education  with  its per 
capita  grants  and  student  loans, 
hut  that  its  hands were  tied for 
the  present because of the  ‘un- 
stable situation  in  federal  politics. 

” I t  is clearly the  responsibility 
of the provincial government  to 
supply  adequate  funds  for our 

ahle to fulfill this  responsibility, 
universities, and if they  are un-

Students To Sit 
On Committees

What is generally  agreed by both students  and  administra- 
tive officials to be one of the most  progressive  steps  a  University 
can take-that of student  representation in administration- 
was  approved  by the  Senate  early  this week. 

The announcement that  the  Senate had  approved  a  resolu- 
tion  that would give their blessing t o  any  administrative 
committee  requesting  the  appointment of a student  represen- 
tative  to  that committee,  came as a welcome surprise  to Council 
Sunday  night. 

Up  to  this  time  the policy of the  University has heen to  rebtrict 
administrative  authority  t  othe  Chancellor of the  University.  the 
Board of Governors,  the  President of the L-niversity.  and  the Scnatc 
which is representative both of the  Faculties  and of the  Convocation. * * * 

I n  acknowledging  the  appointments of student  representative> 
to various  administrative  committees,  the  Senate is adopting a policy 
beliefed to be unprecedented by any  other  Canadian  university. 

Immedia’te  plans  includes thr  appointnlent of one student  to 
each of three  administrative  committees:  the  Campus  Planning Com- 
mittee,  the -Athletics Facilities,  and  the  Centennial  Program C O I I I -  
mittee. 

The first of these  is  presently  concerned  with  planning  the 
construction of the  University  and  the  second  with  the  erection of a 
new  gymnasium in the  near  future. 

Commenting on the move, .4MS President Olivia  Barr said: 
“It’s incredible!” and  remarked  that it is a  great  step  for\vard i n  
giving  students  a  say  and voice in the  future  plans of the  IJniversity 
and  a  greater  interes  int  its  administration. 

Registrar,  Mr. R. Jeffels  expressed his agreement \\.hen he said 
that  this is  a  move in realizing  the  University  as a conlmunity oi 
scholars  and  teachers  working  together. 

Mrs. Barr  further  suggested  that  the  student  representative 
must  he  a  capable  person,  with  a  knowledge of what is  goi.ng on and 
an  active  interest .in the  University  as  a whole, not  just  the AMS. 
.A second or third  year  student  intending  to  continue  his  studies  at 
the University  would *he preferable.

Vietnam: 
Everybody’s War 

Dear  Sir: 
Congratulations  to Uvic’s Stu- 

dents’ Council. They  spoke  out 
on  Vietnam,  sending  two  letters, 
one  to  Prime  Minister  Pearson, 
the  other  to  President  Lyndon 
Johnson. 

Both  letters  call  for a lessen- 
ing  of tension  in  South  Vietnam 
through  Canada’s  influence as 
an  “international peace-keper,” 
and  through  American influence 
as one of the chief combatants. 

Students  across  Canada  are 
more or less  aroused  by  what’s 
happening  in  Vietnam.  In  staid 
Toronto  the Good U. of T. stu- 
dents  .marched  in  front of the
