comes to an end  in  June 1967. 
Although the resignation was accepted with disappointment  and  sorrow  by  administra- 

tion and provincial  political  leaders sharp  criticism  was  forthcoming  from  students of UBC. 
Mood of feeling was expressed by board of governor’s chairman Mr.’ Justice N. T.’ Nemetz 
and Chancellor John  Buchanan who told pms of their shock at   the  president‘s unexpected

resignation. 
N c n ~  e  t z said the  Board 

had met with MacDonald  and 
asked him to  reconsider his  deci- 
sion. 

“However  since  he  had  deter- 
nlinctl to  pursue  other  activities

The  board  chairman  said  that 
during  discussions  with Mac- 
honald  the  President  indicated 
that he  would be continuing  his 
education  work  in  Canada  but 
”he  has  not  at  present  accepted 
any  other position”. 

Premier W. A. C. Bennett 
cxpressed  surprise a t  MacDon- 
ald’s action. 

Both Education  Minister  Les- 
lie Peterson  and  Opposition 
Leader  Robert  Strachan paid 
tribute  to MacDonald‘s  achieve- 
ments. 

“He did an outstanding  joh in 
the field of post  secondary  edu- 
cation in the Province.” Straohan 
said. 

Strachan  was  asked why he 
thought  MacDonald  had  re- 
signed. 

“There  may be many reasons.” 
he said. I 

“He  was  not given  a fair 
opportunity from the provincial 
government  to do the  job  at 
UBC  that he wanted  to do. I t  
was a very  progressive  presi- 
dency in view of financial  limits,” 
Strachan said. 

John Kelsey,  Editor of the 
Ubyssey,  critically  attacked Mac- 
Donald  and his actions  and 
hlamed him for  allowing “medi- 
ocrity”  to flourish a t  University 
and accused  him of hiring “in- 
competent  staff”  and  “mediocre 
thinking on university  govern- 

ment  and  student  participation 
i n  it”. 

He also  insinuated  that Mac- 
Donald  was leaving on the eve 
of student  unrest  and difficulty 
for the  University. 

MacDonald in his  letter of 
resignation  dated  October 20 said 
he was quitting  to  devote  him- 
self to  other  tasks. 

He  thought  now  was a good 
time for leadership  change  and 
a new look at  problems  coming 
up. 

“I think  that  Universities  do 
need a change in leadership  from 
time  to time.” k said. 

%lacDonald  continued  to  deny 
that  his  resignation  had  anything 
to  do  with  reports of differences 
between himself ‘and provincial 
government. 

When  asked  why  he felt there 
was a  need for a change, Mac- 
Donald pointed  out  that  the 
average  tenure of a president of 
the U.S. is less  than  three  years. 

“It  caught  me  by  surprise. It 
is the  last  thing in the  world I 
expected.” 

This  was  the  typical’  student 
reaction on the  UBC  campus  to 
MacDonald’s resignation. 

Some  students  expressed  sym- 
pathy  for  MacDonald.  One  girl 
said “It’s  too  much  for  one guy.” 

.4 first-year  commerce  student 
said “It’s  too bad the  whole 
Eoard of Governors didn’t resign 
and  MacDonald  stay.” 

I think many of the  things

A recent  issue of Time  re- 

ports a wonderful  breakthrough 
in  the scientific  detection of 
Communist  guerillas.  Physi- 
cists at  the  US.-Thailand Mili- 
tary  Research  and  Development 
Centre  near  Bankok  have  out- 
fitted U.S.-built Royal  Thai  Air 
Force C-47 transports w i t h  
heat-sensing  devices  coupled to  
infra-red  aerial  cameras.  The 
equipment  is so sensitive  it  can 
detect  the  body  heat of a group 
of men  from  an  altitude of 
several  thousand  feet. 

The  planes  are  gradually  map- 
ping  thermally  the  densely  for- 
ested  parts of Thailand;  charts 
are being  prepared  which  show 
the  location  and  intensity df all 
heat  generated  in wooded areas. 
The  idea  is that after  mapping 
is completed,  planes  can  system- 
atically fly over  the  country  at 
any  time  and  note  changes  in 
heat  patterns.

than infinitives,  they  are  splitting  hairs. A student  meeting 
to  consider  the  budget is probably a good thing in that it 
will  involve  even  more  students in the  governing  of  the 
society, but the  three  nebulous “whereas” clauses heading 
the  petition  are  plainly  childish. 

The main complaint  of  the  petitioners is that  there was 
insufficient  communication  between  the  student  body  and 
the Students’ Council  concerning  budget proposals. This 
point demonstrates  nothing  more  than  an  ignorance  of  the 
complex  and  open  procedure  involved in the  production  of 
the  annual  budget - complex  and  open in order  to ensure 
that  the  communication in question occurs. 

In the  first place, the  original submissions are  made  by 
some 150 students - club presidents, committee  chairmen, 
etc. - who  are  directly  involved in AMS expenditures a t  
the lowest administrative level. Second, these  budgets  ore 
debated  by  the  department  concerned  before  being sub- 
mit ted  to the finance  committee  for  consideration.  Third, 
the  finance  committee  gathers  all  the budgets, carefully 
considers each one, and  submits i ts  recommendations  to 
the Students‘ Council. In these first  three stages any stu- 
dent  involved in the  various  departments  under  considera- 
t ion  may  attend these meetings  and  state his views. 

The  fourth  step is the Students‘ Council budget meet- 
ing. This  meeting was held in the SUB upper  lounge on  the 
evening  of  October 23. It lasted  nine  hours  and was attended 
by some 70 students as well as council  members. No one 
was refused  speaking  privileges.  Finally,  the  budget was 
passed in the  annual  general  meeting in the SUB lounge 
at  noon  hour  October 25. 

Thus these students  had  five  definite  opportunities  to 
actively  participate in the  construction  of  the  budget. In 
fact, they had more  opportunities  than  this because many 
of  the  budgets were passed back  to  the  previous  stage  for 
re-evaluation. 

w t o  reconsider  adoption  of  the  budget  are splitting more 

I f  the  students  backing  the  petition  feel so strongly 
about  the  budget  they  should  have  struggled  through  the 
nine-hour  meeting  along  with  those  other  students  who did 
so and were heard.  They  failed to do this, therefore  they 
are  on  shaky  ground  if  they  attempt  to  sabotage  the bud- 
gets o f  those  students  who  worked so diligently  to  produce 
a workable  representative  budget. 

Mum‘s the Word 
When  John  MacDonaId  resigned as president  of  UBC 

last week he said that he was stepping  down because there 
should  be  periodic  changes  of  leadership in universities. 
Although a presidential  term  limited  to  five  years  would 

tutions, this line of reasoning is unacceptable as the  prin- 
ciple cause of Dr. MacDonaId‘s  surprise  exit. 

UBC‘s student  newspaper  has  implied  that  the  president 
is a rat  deserting a sinking ship. At least  one  half  of this 
statement  is  true.  Surely  one of   the reasons for  the  resig- 
nation is the hopeless situation  UBC faces when  competing 
with Simon Fraser for funds. Victoria is  in the same boat 
as  every  one of  our  students  knows  when  he  arrives  at 
SFU and immediately sees two  swimming pools. UBC, with 
one pool, is sinking. 

Dr. MacDonaId‘s  dreams  for B.C.’s largest  university 
have  been  thwarted  by  the  provincial  government.  Strapped 
for funds, UBC  has  become  one  huge  complex  for  medi- 
ocrity.  The  key  members  of  the  administration  are  leaving. 
Shortage  of  money has caused  inter-faculty  rivalry  of 
unprecedented  bitterness.  The  faculty  members themselves 

And whqt  do  the  students think? Dr. MacDonaId  lost 
the respect and  the  faith  of  the  students  when  he  switched 
from fighting the  government  to  raising  tuition.  The stu- 
dents  will  remember him as the  president  who  permitted a 
$106 fee increase. They  will  remember that last  year 
UBC was the  only  university to budget  for a fee  increase, 
in effect  forcing  the  other two institutions to follow suit. 

NO one envies the  presidents o f  B.C.‘s three  univer- 
sities. The  last  few years have  been  particularly  difficult - 
a fact  tending  to  discount  the president’s publicly  stated 
reason for quitting. Unfortunately,  and  perhaps  typically, 
Dr. MacDonaId  has  chosen  to  keep  quiet.  Had  he  spoken 
frankly and listed  those  factors  which  are  frustrating  the 
progress of higher  education in British  Columbia,  he  would 
have  gained respect, eliminated suspicion, and done  our

HOW TO CLEAR THE LIBRARY OF

although I have  on  several occasions investigated  the  possibility)  you  will  know  that 
around  mid-term  time  the  place  gets  notoriously  full.  Full  not  of  bodies but of books 
and  clothing, sitting on a large  percentage  of  the  study places. 

Tuesday I went  over to  the  l ibrary to study some books  and  found it to  be  more  like 
Times  Square  on  New Year‘s Eve than  like  the  true  haven  of peace we are supposed to  
have in this very expensive structure. 

Token  by a whim I decided  to  investigate  the  possibility  of  obtaining a study  place. 
On every  floor  there were available  study  places but they were taken up completely  by 
people’s personal possessions and  not  by  their bodies. This undoubtedly is rank bad 
manners  on  the  part  of  the  people  occupying  those  study  place and a nuisance  for  those 
who  really  want  to  come  to  the  library  to s i t  and  study - even i f  betimes  the  noise is 
louder  here  than  outside  the  furnace house. 

One of  two  methods  are  open  to  you  if  you  want  to  study I have found. You  can 
either  (and I suggest this strongly)  throw all the  personal possessions on the  floor  or  call 
the  library  staff  who will, I hope, take  appropriate  action. 

It is your  responsibilities as the  students  who  study in the  library to clear  the  study 
places of seat hoggers  and  inconsiderates.
