Just how great is our provincial government when it 

comes to providing the necessary cash for educating the 
most necessary of our resources - people? 

Dr. Pat McGeer, MLA for Vancouver-Point Grey, 
recently sent  The Martlet a sheaf of figures comparing 
the  three “have”  provinces of Canada (Ontario, Alberta 
and British Columbia)  showing that we are financially 
sadly  dragging our feet in the field of higher education. 

Singling out Education  Minister  Leslie  Peterson  for 
his laxity and  “niggardly provincial goverment policies” 
McGeer points out  that  Ontario will provide in  cold hard 
cash twenty times more  than B.C. for university capital 
expansion  although the eastern province has only  three 
times as  many students as there  are here. Alberta  mean- 
while, our Socred  government’s provincial sister, will be 
putting  up five times as  much money as B.C. - Alberta, 
a province with  only  roughly 75% of the B.C.’s Ipopula- 
tion. 

Comparing  operating grants per student, Dr. McGeer 
points  out  that Alberta  outranked  Ontario with $2,370 a 
year  against $2,180: but both of the provinces seriously 
outranked B.C. whose provincial operating  grant, per 
student,  is only $1,665. 

These  statistics provided by a sympathetic  MLA - 
sympathetic that  is  to the cause of the  students  in  this 
province, ardently support  the viewpoint of our student 
leaders that  the three universities together  with the 
technological institutes in this province are compared 
with  the  rest of Canada being gypped of educational 
opportunity. 

The  interesting  thing  to see  now  is  whether  Peterson 
is wiling to  accept these figures, listen to student  and 
university  administration  demands, and gamble his 
political career or standing  up to  Premier  Bennett in 
protecting  and developing the most precious resources 
this  province contains. 0 

Activists to moralists 
When a person  has too much of a good thing  that 

person, being human, will eventually  revolt against it. 

So it  is  with people, so it is with university students. 
I t  could be at  the University of Victoria this reaction is 
setting  in, a reaction against activism. 

The results of the  student council elections show 
that  it was the cautious liberals, not  the rebellious activ- 
ists who got  the  mandate  from  the  student body. The 
squeak  referendum vote on  fighting a raise in tuition fees 
similarly reflected the continued reaction. 

Even  Uvic  students’  extra-curricular  activists  show 
this. Next  year could see the  student here  heading  from 
the  activist role to not only the conservative role but 
also  into  the idealistic, traditional  student  type world, of 
the moralist. 

The,  student here is turning, generally, from  marches 
and political issues to moralist  lectures and  abstract 
“happenings”. 

Most  recent occasions when this  switch  in  interests 
has been demonstrated are  the crowded weekly sessions 
of “Sight is a Kind of Love’’ a& the seemingly regular 
Friday  night happenings  downtown in Bastion Square. 

Students seem to be attending these  meetings with 
a regularity  exceeding  class attendance-students, believe 
it or not,  who  are  not  derelicts looking for a protest. 

Students  are  attending because suddenly they have 
found  their  way  through the .haze of activism and find 
that they, as individuals, just do not fit. 

In such  things  as  ‘The Happening‘ and ‘Sight’ 
students find a release, a release perhaps  not socially 
acceptable (especially in Victoria) but undeniably, hu- 
manly  agreezble. 

k t  us hope that with the conservatism, students a t  
Uvic are  returning  to  the traditional and conservative

CUS is a kind of love

Last Sunday,  Brian Smirh, lameduck CUS chairman, 
introduced a motion  damning  the  Canadian  Union of 
.Students,  thereby ‘bringing a response  from the pontifical 
chair equalled  only by  Elijah‘s recent 
perorations  about apostate  priests on 
M.ount Carmel. T h e  President 
(AMS) told subdued followers that 
the  CUS Chairman  was attributing 
non-existent policy powers to radical 
statements made by CUS staffers. 
Mr.  Bigsby  went on to  indicate his 
feeling that,  in many cases CUS was 
out of sympathy  with  apparent real- 
ity, an  oversight which ,more  aware 
and realistic leaders  would  rectify at the next Congress. 

Although Council tabled Smith’s motion indefinitely, 
its  death did not  settle Uhhr core issue. There is little 
doubt that  CUS is out of touch with  the Canadian student 
scene. But  does  this  mean  that  its  aims  and  means of 
action’ require the kind of re-evaluation which Mr. Bigsby 
feels it will receive? 

I n  his  apparent  suggestion  that  CUS  should bow to 
“reality”, Mr. Bigsby has missed a point stressed by the 
AMS-sponsored  “Sight  is a ind of Love” series. Presum- 
a6ly the individual, as actor, is supposed to ac t   as  he 
sees fit, not as the outside “reality” dictates. In other 
words, the “reality” will be  made  to suit the actor,  not 

the  actor  to  suit  the “realiy”. CUS can do  no less. This, 
is the only one which  is acceptable. 

SO the issue is still one, whether CUS in its policy, 
as well as in its  organization, reflects the positive wishes 
of those ind,ividuals who  set  this policy at  the Congresses, 
or whether t k s e  individuals allow  themselves to  be 
guided by the  demands of “reality”. If tfhe second view 
takes hold, we  may as well all go out  and kiss Bennett’s 
feet, because this is “reality” in B.C. 

However,  there still exists a need  for a reconsidera- 
tion of Uvic’s commiments to CUS. As the  last AMS 
elections indicate, the  campus  mood is not activist. Are 
student leaders  going (back to the  Congress to look at 
CUS in terms of what  they feel is  relevant or necessary, 
or are  they  to  act as spokesmen for blebiscitary politics. 
If CUS is to  be left alone, chanlged or to  be killed,  will 
this  be  done  in consideration of what  is relevant or 
necessary “province-wide”, or will it simply  be a reflec- 
tion of the dominance of Chamber of Commerce views?, 

T,he only factors to  be considered vis-a-vis CUS, 
will have to be  the aims  and  methods of those concerned. 
Anything else would mean the complete  dominance of 
establishment  conformity.
