Tisdalle,  describing  himself 
as  a . “great  supporter o:f 
Partridge”,  said  that he’s 
“never been easily  impressed 
or brainwashed”, but that  he 
was  completely satisfied with 
the  board’s  explanations 
Monday. 

“I couldn’t find  any difference 
of opinion in the board,” he said, 
“there was  no friction among 
them.” 

Tisdalle  said he’d asked 
specific  questions  about  the 
president’s  contract. 

“1  wanted to know. on whad 
basis he  was hired,” he said. 

“It is usual in  any separation 
of contract on mutual basis,” 
said  Tisdalle,  ‘to advance 
year’s  salary  for top calibre 
men.” 

He said  that Partridge’s 
separation was actually “fo’r 
June,  the end of ayear,” but that 
the president  is leaving early to 
avoid any possible  policy 

‘sharp  retorts.” 

MLA conflicts with acting  president 
Hugh Farquhar. 

Debate over  President  Bruce 
Partridge’s $80,000 severance 
payment  has  made it into  the 
Parliament buildings. 

MLA for Saanich  and  the 
I s l a n d s ,   J o h n   T i s d a l l e ,  
completely supports  the  board 
of governors’  decision  to  award 
Partridge the  equivalent of 
more than  two year’s  full 
salary. 

Fellow MLA Waldo Skillings. 
h o w e v e r ,  i . 5  i n  s t r o n g  
disagreement with Tisdalle, 
saying  that  that  the Partridge 
p a y - o f f   w a s   “ c r e a t i n g  a 
precedent”  that  could be 
dangerous. 

“How are  we going to build 
that  University if they’re  always 
giving $80,000 in severance 
pay?” he asked. 

Skillings, who is B.C. trade 
m i n i s t e r ,   s a i d   t h a t   t h e  
government is “practising 

g r e a t   r e s t r a i n t  i n  t h i s  
inflationary  period and I 
consider  this  extra  payment of 
$80,000 completely out of line, 
especially as the universities 
are  always  saying how short of 
cash they are  for  much-needed 
university  expenses.” 

He said that UVic is always 
“screaming”  for  more money, 
but  “When it comes to building a 
house for the  president‘  they 
seem to have lots of money (the 
presidential manor cost an 
estimated $200,000) and when it 
comes  time  for  severance pay 
they seem to have lots of 
money.” 

Tisdalle, who  had been asked 
by the  Saanich  school  board to 
investigate  the  settlement, 
attendeda meeting of the  board 
last Monday at which the 
president’s payment was 
discussed. 

“It w w  a  very open meeting,” 

Tisdalle  said that  some 
special  consideration was  due 
Partridge  because  “the man 
never did  apply for the  job - they 
(the  university)  sought h i m  
out.” In addition,  said  the MLA., 
P a r t r i d g e ’ s   f u t u r e   a s  a 
university  president  has been 
ruined. 

“Seldom, if ever, does a 
presidentget  a second  chance. 
Once your  through,  you’re 
dead.” 

Tisdalle  said that he  had n’o 
criticisms of the  board, and dicd 
not  think that they’d  been too 
secretive, or needed toofferaqy 
explanations. 

“ T h e y ’ r e   v e r y   s o l i d  
c i t i z e n s , ”   h e   s a i d ,   a n d  
governing of the  university 
“should be their own private 
field - that’s what they’re 
appointed for.” 

“I  guess they  must have 
brain-washed him,”  said 
S k i l l i n g s  o n  h e a r i n g  of 
Tisdalle’s  statements. 

Clhdirrnun knocks senate 
Lloyd  McKenzie says that he, 

”Believes  Senate is too large to 
operate  efficiently and too 
ponderous to be decisive.”  The 
Chairman of UVic’s  Board of 
Governors  made  the  remark  at 
the  annual  reception for Board 
m e m b e r s   a n d   t h e  AMS 
representative  assembly, held 
last  Friday in the presidential 
mansion on Haro  Road. 

Commentingon  the structure 
and  function of the senior 
academic body McKenzie said 
t h a t   h e ’ s   b e e n   “ r e a l l y  
disappointed with the results 
that Senate  has  achieved.  They- 
take an enormous  amount of 
time to reach  conclusions.” 

He said  that he felt  that  this 
was  due largel3- to the sheer  size 
of Senate. (39 members) and 
added that he  would  not like to 
see the  Board of Governors 
become sounwieldy. At present 
there are  eleven members on 
the Board. Later he added  that 
he  would “not  like to appear to 
b e   m a k i n g   e x   c a t h e d r a  
criticisms  ofsenate,  however”. 

Asked if  he favoured  wider 
representation on the  board, 
including  faculty  and students, 
M c K e n z i e   s a i d ,   “ Y e s ,  I 
personally  approve of the idea; 
but some members a re  pretty 
strongly opposed to it. They fee! 
thatnoone who stands  to obtain 
immediate  benefit  from  board 
decisions should  be allowed to 
partake in their  deliberations. 

While I think there  is  some 
merit i n  that  argument I would 
like to see  a wider  age  range 
represented. I’d like to see 
someone  under  thirty on the 
Board.” 

McKenzie also added  that  the 
board was “keeping a  close 
watch on the  University of 
Toronto’s new governing 
structure,”(which  has  students 
s i t t i n g  o n   t h e   b o a r d  of 
governors)andwas  prepared to 
c o n s i d e r   i t s   p o s s i b l e  
applicationat Uvic, “once we’ve 
had a chance to see how well it 
works.” 

O n  a n o t h e r   t o p i c ,   t h e  
chairman took a shot at  “those 
who sit on the  outside of the 
board, and assume that its 
members  all have  the same 
personality.” 

He hotly denied  that  board 
m e m b e r s   d o   n o t   h a v e  
‘fundamental disagreements’ 

abouthow  the llniversity should1 
be r u n ,  pointing out that the 
boacd  was  made up  of everything 
from an  Anglican priest to a 

chi1dpsychc;:ogist. “It’s  unfair 
to call  it  a  businessman’s  club”, 
he said. 

A s k e d   a b o u t   d e c l i n i n g  
enrollment, both McKenzic and 
another  board  member, David 
A n g u s ,   c l a i m e d   t h a t   t h e  
decrease  this  year came ah 
“lessofa  surprise to the  board 
than most  people  think.” 

“One must remember that the 
p r o v i n - c i a 1   g o v e r n m e n t  
computes its  grants on  the basis 
of enrollment  predictions made 
bythe  board,”saidAngus. Asked 
if that meant  the  board was not 
g i v i n g   t h e   p r o v i n c i a l  
government an ‘excuse’ to cut 
back its allottment, Angus 
replied, “I wouldn’t  put it quite 
that  stronalv.”

Former Uvic philosophy 
p r o f e s s o r   R o n   K i r k b y  
congratulatedparting  president 
Bruce  Partridge on h i s  more 
successful  settlement with the 
university i n  a telephone 
interview with the  Martlet  last 
Monday. 

“You  know, congratulations 
Bruce, you got a lot of money, I 
didn’t’’  said  Kirkby  from his  
beach  house i n  the sunny town of 
Leucadia  California,  about 
thirty  miles north of San  Diego. 

Reliable sources within the 
university  indicated Kirkby 
settled  for  at  least $8000. 

Partridge  settled  for $80,000. 
The  fact  that Kirkby settled 

for  “his  salary until April” was 
indicated by several  sources 
within the  University, though 
none  would col)firm an actual 
figure. 

Lloyd  McKnzie, chairman of 
the  board of governors,  said  that 
Kirkby would receive  his  salary 
until the end of April though he  
would no longer have anything 
to  do  with the  University. 

T h e   m a t t e r   h a d   b e e n  
discussed with the  board of 
governors, McKenzie added. 

Suddenly  an hypocracy  rang 
out. “Yes”,  the board  chairman 
continued,  the matter  “will be 
released within time.” 

McKenzie said  thatthe  reason 
Kirkby had  been able to settle 
for  the money  was because he 
conceded the case to the 
University. 

Arts and Sciences  dean, .John 
Climenhaga,  said he  had never 
had  an official report but that he 
heard Kirkby  had reached  the 
settlement through a  grad 
student in philosophy. 

Kenneth ttankin, the chairman 
of the  philosophy department, 
also  said that he  had  had n o  
official word  but that he 
understood that the  renegade 
philosopher had reached an 
agreement with the linivcrsity 
that i f  he conceded the case he 
would receive  the $8000. 

In the interview Monday, 
Kirkby confirmed lhat he  had 
yielded lo lhc  IJniversily. 

“ I  conceded, I gave up - -  lhey 
(the tribunal that heard  Kirkby’s 
case) were interesting people, I 
felt I was winning,  but  conceded 
i n  order not to have to come back 
to lJVic.” 
. After three ycars he wanled 
nothing more to do  with “that 
crazy  place”, he added. 

After his  problems with the 
philosophy deparlmenl i n  
September, which culminated in  
his suspension i n  the first week 

*of  October,  Kirkby’s  case was 
reviewed by a  special  tribunal of 
professors  from  outside  the 
university, a s  is suggested by 
the tenure document. They have 
issued no report. 

“I can’t  say  exactly how much 
money I was given” said Kirkby, 
because it was part of the 
agreement  that, in order to 
receive the  money,  the  amount 
be kept secret by him. 

He  went  o n  t o   s a y   t h a t  
Partridge’s  settlement “is just 
what British Columbia is  all 
about.” and that tie has had his 
“bellyful of Canada.” 

“I’llprobably  come back  and 
start  at the top -- just like 
Partridge  did.” 

For the time being he- said, he 
is going to stay in California 
where  the “level of public 
intelligence” is much higher 
than in B.C. 

Kirkby said he is building a 
camper out of an  old  van  which 
he  planned to “trip around in.” 

He concluded that he planned 
to write  a book about  his 
experiences  at UVic. He 
promised  to  send at  least one 
autographed copy to this  island 
university.

A r t s  and  Science ‘Dean, John.Climenhaga,  has  decided to take 
sabatical  leave next year  despite  Administration  attempts to 
retain him in 72 - 73. 
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The President’s  Task ForcesJon  Academic  Development and 
University  Governance will  be filling  a void that  the  Senate  has 
ignored for far too long. ’ 

Certainly  thepast  eigntyears with rapidphysical expansion of 
the  University and development of new and broader  faculties 
have  kept the  Senate busy. 

But the  leveling-off trend, as  Dr.  Farquhar  says,  is giving us 
time  for  ageneral reassessment of our goals and methods,  time 
to consider  improvement  instead of enlargement. 

Study  what  they w i l l ,  Ibrquhar and his  task forces are  
powerless  tochange the academic  structure of the  University. 
This is the role of the  Senate. 

Without Senate  support  the  Task  Forces,  particularly the 
Commission on Academic  I)evelopment, may become a 
monumental  waste of time. 

Yetone couldalready  forgive the Senators - especially  those 
on the  Senate  Academic  Affairs  Committee - for  feeling 
indignant. 

Farquhar  has repeatedly pointed o u t  the unrepresentedness of 
his  task forces saying that this  is  necessary i f  they are  to be 
sufficiently  open-minded. 

“The  task forces w i l l  notbca  representativegroup but w i l l  be 
composed of members who have a broad view  of the academic 
needs i n  the llniversity,” he s a y s .  

The  implication is of cb!trsc 1h;ct i f  they were representative 
(like  Senate committees) they  would  be overly  concerned with the 
parochial  interests o f  their  departments and  not sufficiently 
receptive to  the needs of the llniversily a s  ;I whole. 

Whether  this is true or not doesn’t  m;ltlcr. The Senators on the 
Academic  Affairs  Committee w i l l  have ample  opportunity to 
dismember the Task P’orce reports long before they are  
presented to the Senate,  should they s o  desire. 

I t  is hoped. therefore. that the Senators w i l l  be broad-minded 
enough  to ignore  Farquhars  slights and pride  themselves i n  their 
openness  andobjectivity,  believing  that  Farquhar  has somehow 
misjudged  them.  The Senators will  have ample  opportunity to 
display their  talents when the  Task  Forces  report in August.

With plenty of talk about an 
upcoming election  flying  around 
you’d expect  a sure-fire 
candidate  like  Scott  Wallace to 
c o m e   o u t   b l a s t i n g  i n  a l l  
directions.  Strangely, he  did 
not. Speaking to the  usual SUB 
lunch crowd  (approximately 35 
p e o p l e ) ,   t h e  Oak B a y  
Conservative MLA sounded 
more  like  a man who was tired of 
politics than  one who was on the 
campaign trail. 

F o r   t h e   r e c o r d ,   h e  
reminisced on the bad  old days, 
( h e   u s e d   t o   b e  a S o c r e d ,  
remember), and related  a few 
anecdotes on the  machinations 
of that  party’s  caucus  sessions. 
Bennett, he said,  rarely 
attended  the  caucus,  even when 
the  House  was in  session, and 
when he  did it was  only to dump 
some  piece of legislation i n  
front of them  that he’d drawn up 
himself. Often they would  not 
have  enough time to deal with it 
properly  before it had to go on 
the floor.  This  sometimes 
i n v o l v e d   s o m e   f a i , r l y  
complicated and controversial 
legislation. Even so, Wallace 
said, i f  a vote  were to pass the 
caucusby-say  a 21 to 3 margin, 
the chairman would invariably 
a s k ,   “ S h a l l  we m a k e   i t  
unanimous?”

The  oppression of humanity is 
not‘ is things, in  the  objective 
r e a l i t y  of s c i e n t i f i c  
development or  even the 
institutions  necessary to 
production and distribution. 
The source of the  oppression is 
i n  the  profit  system and the anti- 
human p e s  to which it puts all of 
the  achievements of both 
science and art. The “cultural 
revolution” will become 
meaningful when ‘it begins to 
understand  the  very real 
cultural  meaning  that  a washing 
machine,  for  instance,  has  for  a 
working class family with small 
children in diapers. When the 
artists of that  revolution  can 
tune in  on the  emotions o f  that 
familyon  the  day,  after  months 
of debate  and  planning, that the 
washing machine is delivered, 
t h e n   t h e y   m a y   b e g i n  t o  
understand  some of the ways in 
which the working class views 
reality. 

It is  all too easy to sneer  at the 
“little boxes” - whether in  
housing tracts  or  apartment 
buildings - in  which workers a re  
forced  (by  economic  necessity) 
to live. But  on one  level at  least, 
such  housing represents  a very 
real  material advance  for an 
industrial working class to 
whom the  memoryof  .cold-water 
tenements and ’ dilapidated 
slums is still  fresh. And shall 
the  “revolution” be unaware of 
the  completely legitimate 
demands of those who still  live 
in dwellings infinitely more 

-.decrepit and dangerous than the 
“little boxes’’ for  better 
housing? If there  is any 
question,  keep in  mind that  the 
general  strike in Italy is 
preciselyon the issue of better 
housing  for workers. 

To be sure, the  capitalist 
system  screws the  worker at the 
very  moment it  seems to be 
responding to his  need.  Built-in 
o b s o l e s c e n c e ,   u s u r i o u s  
installment  payment  plans, 
psychological  manipulation to 
create  artificial  consumerism - 
these a re  some of the ways in  
which capitalism  takes back 
with one hand  what it  seems to  be 
giving with the other. It is the 
capitalist  system which debases 
human taste and destroys 
aesthetic  sensibility - because 
mass-produced,  conformist 
architecture w i l l  solve  its ’ 
problems  faster and w i l l  bring 
about a  greater  profit than w i l l  
productiim  based on a concern 
and sensitivity  for the human 
essence of people. 

I3ut if. despite  all  this, the 
revolution  cannot appreciate the 
completely  legitimate  demands 
o f  thc  worker  for  the  material 
benefits  his  labor powcr has 
earned, then it w i l l  never rid 
itself of the elitism which keeps 
it isohted from  the  one  cl;.tss i n  
capitalist  society  capable  of 
making revolutionary  change. 

A t  the same lime,  elitism 
cannot be countered by ;L narrow 
opportunism which idc;rlixes th‘e 
working class  or blacks o r  
I’ucrto Iticans or chicitnos and 
romanticixcs  their life style and 
cultural  cxprcssion. The 
oppressed cl;~sscs in  society 
are immcasur;tbly  conditioned 
b y  t h e   i d e o l o g y  of t h e  
bourgeoise.

Only a  “revolutionary” whose 
ultimate  goals a re  divorced 
from  social  reality could say,  as 
one did, that “to  protest 
establishment  repression, you 
share and dance and get high for 
three  days. Or 90 days.  Or 
forever.. . . The only way  you get 
freedom is by deciding that you 
are free. If you fight authority, 
you acknowledge it, you give it 
power.  Ifauthority is ignored it 
doesn’t exist  anymore.” 

Is it surprising that Life 
magaxine, i n  analyzing  the 
counter-cultural upheaval, can 
conclrldc that the triumph  of 
such 21 rcvolution “would  not 
necessarily doom  the existing 
structure o f  institutions or  the 
present  forms of political  life”?

Maddes  wants  you. If you happen 
to be left-handed with  good eyes 
then h’e needs you. 

Maddes is a  graduate  student 
in Psychology at UVic and is 
p r e s e n t l y   w o r k i n g   o n   a n  
experiment  dealing with the rate 
of nervous transmission i n  the 
fibres of the eyes.  From  this 
and other  tests he hopes to 
gather information on the 
relationship between visual or  
configural  thinking and visual 
memory. 

V i s u a l   l e a r n i n g   i s   t h e  
principle and perhaps  most 
complete  form of learning. 
Some of the greatest  thinkers 
were  visually  inclined - e.g., 
Descartes and Einstein.

In today’s society it  seems

When long hair on males  first 
happened  many people  were 
shocked and dismayed with the 
whole idea, but a s  the years went 
on,  and more  and  more  people 
started  to wear their  hair long it 
became  an  accepted trend.

Numerous restaurants and 
pubs  in this city refuse to. serve 
anyone wearing blue jeans.

hair did 5 years ago. . 

When the  manager of the 
Medieval Inn ,  at 100.5 Broati 
Street, was asked why jeans 
w e r e   b a n n e d   f r o m   h i s  
establishment he replied, “Well 
it’s  because most places 
require that you wear suitable 
clothing, and  blue jeans are  not 
suitable. What  we are  trying  to 
do i s  keep out  that  different 
element of people.”

Club has grown into one of the 
most  popular recreational 
activities on campus.  This  year 
about fifty students  have  made 
that first  great leap  into  space. 

S k y d i v i n g ,  o r  S p o r t  
Parachuting, is  a relatively 
recent  sport, although it has  a 
history going  well  back into  the 
seventeenth  century.  The  most 
exciting  aspect of the sport, the 
freefall,  has been explored 
really  just within the last ten 
years. Today, jumpers with 

, only  twenty or so jumps are  able 
t o   m a k e   l o n g   c o n t r o l l e d  
freefalls with little difficulty. 
The  sport is constantly  being 
refined, and each year  there  are 
many  new innovations  being 
researched and made  available 
to the sport  jumper. . 

To  give  some  idea what the 
sport  is  all about, let's  trace the 
progress of a  student  jumper 
from h i s  decision to start to h i s  
a t t a i n i n g  a r e a s o n a b l e  I 
proficiency. 

Uvic students  take  their first 
training on campus in the SUB. 
The  course  consists of about  ten 
hours  ground training,  most of 
which is devoted to safety. 
L a n d i n g s ,   e m e r g e n c y  
procedures,  elementary 
freefall technique, aircraft 
exits, and  canopy control are  the 
main subjects  covered.  This 

evenings by fully qualified 
licenced instructors.  The 
student will usually  make  his 
first leap on the weekend after 
the course, with his own 
instructor  supervising  every 
aspect of the  jump. 

The first six  to  ten  jumps are  
made with a  static line opening 
system - the  student  does not 
need. to manually deploy h i s  
main  parachute, as  it  is opened 

the  student  has  demonstrated 
h i s  ability Ibility to maintain 
stability in the air   as he is 
falling,  the  instructor will 
permit the  student to do his first 
freefall - a five second  delay. 
After a few such jumps, the 
student graduates to longer and 
longer  freefalls,  learning  all the 
basic  freefall  skills along  the
